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REAR COMMODORE’S REPORT

V ANDALISM AT THE
MAINSTATION & PREVENT
BOAT FIRES

We’ve had yet another vehicle break-in at the
club, near Astrid’s Park (At the North end of
our parking lot) on or about New Year’s Eve.
That end of our parking lot is not well lit, and
has public access from outside our property,
which becomes a tempting recipe for thieves.
Of course, parking directly under a light near
a well-traveled dock entrance is the most ideal
spot. Statistics says, “More Light = Fewer
Theft”. Due to our limited parking availability,
finding the best lit parking spot is not always an
option.

However, there is a single common sense
action we can take to minimize theft anywhere
in our parking lot: The fewer items you have
laying on the seats, in plain view, the less
enticing your vehicle becomes to a thief.

Even hiding items under a jacket on a seat

or the floor, gives

a would-be-thief
incentive to check

it out. Try to put
anything in view,
under your seat or in
your trunk, so there
are no items visible.

Also, if you have
any kind of vandalism
or theft in our parking
lot or Boyer, PLEASE report it. QCYC needs
to know when we have incidences, so we may
consider appropriate remedies.

SHOCKING NEWS ABOUT
ELECTRIC BOAT HEATERS —
BE CAREFUL

‘Tis the season for portable heaters, and
many of us use portable electric heaters (PEH)
on our boats. A study by UC Davis concluded,
“About two-thirds of home heating fire deaths
are caused by portable or fixed space heaters.”
Here are a few simple tips to minimize your fire
hazard exposure:

1.) If your PEH does not have a safety tip-
over switch and an overheat-protection system,
REMOVE IT FROM YOUR BOAT. Safe PEH’s
are affordable and worth every penny, in terms
of your personal safety, that of your boat and
those around you. Also, a ceramic element
PEH is typically more efficient, requiring less
electricity to accomplish the same BTU as a

White

heated wire element.

2.) Give your PEH a wide berth. Make certain
there are at least several clear feet in front of
your PEH. A PEH dries the air, and something
that may not seem flammable to you may
become a tinderbox once it has been exposed to
continuous dry heat.

3.) It is best NOT to use an extension cord
with a PEH. If you must, do not use cheap, thin
extension cords to power your PEH. Due to the
amperage of your PEH, cheap extension cords
are more prone to getting hot and causing a fire.
Spend the extra few bucks to get a heavy duty
extension cord. It should be at least 14 gauge
wire, but a “smart cord” may allow for 16 gauge
wire. Check out: Fire Shield 16/3 Extension
Power Cord w/ Advanced Safety LCDI, 8-Foot,

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Jack BIrRD
DESIGNER,
REMODELER,
BOATER &
HOCKEY
ENTHUSIAST

1932 - 2018

Captain Jack Bird slipped his moorage for the last
time on Oct 29th of 2018. Here's the definition of the
word slip: “to move with a smooth sliding motion,
to pass quickly or easily away”; or “to cause to move
easily and smoothly”. This may be the way Jack left
this world, but from what I've heard is definitely not
the way Jack lived his life. Jack was born on
March 28, 1932 in Edmonton Canada and grew up
there with a passion for playing hockey and boxing.

Jack moved to Portland OR in the late 40s and
worked as an apprentice for Union Pacific Rail
Road. While living there he became a Golden Gloves
champion in his weight class two times!

He joined the Marines in 1951 and served for two
years active duty at Quantico Virginia and remained
in the Reserves for another 6 years.

Jack became a proud US citizen in 1963.

He entered UW after active duty and received
his degree in Industrial Design. After graduation
he worked for Walter Dorwin Teague as a designer
and enjoyed his career with Teague for 39 years.

He became a world class designer working for a
world class design consultant company and became
Teague’s CFO, President and CEO. Although Teague
headquarters were located in NYC, Jack spent

most of his career in the Seattle area working with
Teague’s most important client, the Boeing Company
designing interior lines and décor for all of their
commercial airplanes.

Jack married Edie in the early 60s and soon after
they adopted their daughter Kim. Jack was a stern
but loving father. After a 20 year marriage he and
Edie were divorced but remained fast friends even
after he married Eunice in the early 80s. The two
families would often have social events together
and spend Thanksgiving and Christmas together.
Granddaughter Lynsai remembers Jack as a stern
and loving grandfather to her and Rachel. The two
girls thought of Jack as “Superman” because he
seemed able to do anything.

Jack maintained his avid love of hockey by
playing the sport in a club league well into his adult
life. He not only loved playing the sport for years,
he was an avid fan of the Seattle Totems often taking
his family to their games followed by dinner at the
Mecca Cafe near Seattle Center (in those days, the
Mecca was owned and operated by a Queen City
member).

His love of boating and boats drew him into
working at Wolfe Marine both delivering and selling
boats for a while.

Jack was also a passionate “Builder &
Remodeler”. After having redesigned and remodeled
his first waterfront home on Lake Ballinger in the
early 60’s, he moved his family to a house on Lake
Washington near Denny Park on Holmes Point
Dr. This house became his longtime home and his
passion to design and remodel was put to good
use! In 1981 he purchased the cabin in Index, again
waterfront, and redesigned and remodeled the
cabin for weekend getaways. In ‘92 he designed and
constructed Kim’s house in Skykomish.

After he worked around Seattle for several years
post-retirement, he wanted to “go home” - back
up to Canada where he found the perfect home on
Eagle Island near Horseshoe Bay in West Vancouver.
Once again the remodeling began, this time made
more difficult as Eagle Island is only accessible by
boat; every board, nail & beam had to be brought in
by boat. When he was finished, it was a world class
home. After several years in Canada, he and Eunice
decided to come back to the US and live full time
in Index, and begin another remodel on the dated
cabin.

Jack joined QCYC in 1995. While he wasn’t
much involved with the governance of the club or
committees, he had many close friends and was
a regular at Friday lunch. He was part of a group
from Queen City that hung out at the Hungry Turtle
restaurant - think Dean Lentgis, Jerry Zuvich and
Ron & Carolyn Rolstad — many evenings of fun were
spent there.

Jack loved his boats and he kept them in
immaculate condition.

While a member, Jack owned two boats: the
“Molly Brown” a 38" Arno Day and the “High
Velocity”, a 36" steel Wilson with twin CATs 3208s.
There is a story about that boat partially sinking at
the dock on Holmes Point Drive - I hope we can
hear more about it from the member that repaired it.

Captain Bird is survived by his daughter Kim,
his granddaughters Rachel & Lynsai and many
close friends.

Marlene White-Miller, President of Tarettes 1978-
79, passed away November 8, 2018 at age 84 in Gold
Canyon, Arizona. Marlene succumbed to a sudden
illness, but had been active and in good health until
then.

She
maintained close ties with Minnesota relatives and
enjoyed frequent reunions with them in recent years
in Arizona.

She kept up
her membership in Tarettes and expressed how much
she enjoyed her years boating and socializing with
friends here.
