JOIN THE CLUB PREDICTED LOG RACE FOR FUN & FELLOWSHIP

As I write this on Boxing Day, December
26th, there is snow on the ground and the
fireplace is glowing. The final chapter is near
complete for 2021.That has me thinking about
2022 and how to kick off the year with some-
thing boating centric.

As Commodore Krows notes the first of
season predicted log event organized by Bob
Lindal is Saturday, January 29th. Bob is

promising great boating weather. Whether
you are new to predicted log rallies or want
to pick it back up, this really is the perfect
event. It has the advantage of being on Lake
Washington, which means you don’t have to
estimate currents and the referenced land-
marks are familiar. For those mooring on the
east side of the locks, it is also very accessible.

Never done it before? Predicted log rallies
are simply an accuracy contest. Participants
operate their boats over a pre-determined
course measuring the time it takes to traverse
from one control point to the next. Accuracy
is determined by comparing the measured
times with their own estimates. The objective
is to have the least error.

It really does not take much to get started. No
fancy gear is required. Participants navigate
using only their compass, tachometer, and
visual aids to navigation (such as docks,
buoys, landmarks, and other references).
Time can be kept using a free phone app. It

is also necessary to have a stop watch, which
can also be a phone app.

There are not many other requirements. Boats
typically run at two speeds over the course:
fast (between 6 and 9 knots) and, in no wake
zones, slow (between 5 and 7 knots). If there
is a hazard, simply take a time out and
resume when the hazard is cleared.

Here is my offer. If you have never
participated in a predicted log race, but are
interested in giving it a try, let me know.
Provide me your boat speed, and I will send
complete predictions once the course is
circulated. After you have looked at the
information and prediction, we can meet
for a Willie’s breakfast or earlier on race day
morning. Then all you need to do is bring

a neighbor, member, or friend (or all of the
above) and run the course.

Fellow members gave me a helping hand
when [ first joined the club, and I would be
happy to provide a similar introduction.
Regardless of the outcome, it is always a
good day on the water!
