FLEET CAPTAIN’S
REPORT

U.S. COAST GUARD BEHIND THE
SCENES TOUR

On the last Saturday of March, an
intrepid band of 20 QCYC yacht
club members gathered at the US
Coast Guard Sector Puget Sound
base for the Behind the Scenes
tour. The sun was shining brightly
as we began the event with a tour
of the USCG Museum. Queen
City’s own Larry Dubia, who has
been volunteering at the museum
for 27 years (!!), provided us with
an outstanding and highly infor-
mative tour, chock full of fascinat-
ing history and little known tidbits

about the Coast Guard, its equip-
ment and its people. Thank you,
Larry, we all learned a great deal.
Then it was off to the Vessel
Traffic Service, where we were
given a detailed and highly infor-
mative look at how this unit of
the Coast Guard performs its vital
function. It was dimly lit inside
the fairly large room so that those
on duty could more easily see the
huge banks of multiple screens
displaying charts, vessel tracks,
wind and weather data, AIS data,
long-range cameras and other
data needed to perform the Vessel
Traffic Service function. Our mem-
bers had lots of questions and they
answered every one, but we had to
talk in hushed tones as the watch
standers communicated with
all manner of vessels! We were
told that they encourage recre-
ational traffic (that’s you and me!)
to contact them on VHF Channel
14 to ask about any traffic in the

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shipping lanes that may be in
conflict with your planned route.
Identify your vessel, your posi-
tion and intended destination and
they’ll do the rest. At the very least,
it’s an excellent idea to monitor
Channel 14, to increase your situ-
ational awareness.

Next it was across the hall to
the massive and very impressive
Joint Harbor Operations Center.
This is a Coast Guard facility that
is shared with many other agen-
cies when needed, such as the
Navy, Seattle Police, Washington
State Patrol, Customs & Border
Protection & Homeland Security.
The center is designed to iden-
tify and respond to all threats to
maritime safety, port security, and
the environment. The room was
very modern and the entire front
wall was filled with many huge
video monitors. Facing these moni-
tors were row after row of work-
stations, each with four or five
monitors as well, which could be
displayed on the front wall mon-
itors if needed. Over 70 multi-
agency cameras are integrated into
the sensor management system.
On top of that, watch standers

have access to more than 40 differ-
ent data sources. It's a very impres-
sive place.

The JHOC is where Mayday
and other VHF calls to the Coast
Guard are routed and answered.
They allowed us to see the new
and very impressive Rescue 21 sys-
tem in action. Simply put, the sys-
tem upgrades the Coast Guard
radio direction finding equipment
and related computer software to
allow the Coast Guard to locate the
source of VHF calls much faster and
with far greater accuracy than ever
before. They use triangulated radio
signal direction finding equipment
to get lines of bearing to the source
of the transmission. Amazingly,
they only need the briefest of
transmissions to locate you. One
Mayday utterance is all it takes, but
all three are better! They told us
they highly recommend the use of
the Digital Selective Calling (DSC)
feature on your VHF radio and to
be sure it is tied into your GPS. This
allows them to pretty much take the
Search out of Search & Rescue

By this time we were starving
and so we enjoyed a lovely, sunny
picnic lunch under a gazebo that
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gave us the energy to tackle the
next stop on our adventure, ship
tours!! We were given guided
tours of a 378 foot high endur-
ance cutter, the USCGC Midgett
and the 399 foot heavy ice breaker,
the USCGC Polar Sea. We were

up on the bridge of both ves-

sels. We even helped the crew
load groceries onto the Polar Sea,
as they were getting ready for
their first deployment in 7 (yes,
seven!) years! What a blast we had
on these ships. The crews were
friendly, professional, very polite
and they really knew their stuff.

Tarettes’ Cormer

A VERY SPECIAL CELEBRATION

On March 23 of this year, the

Tarettes, a women’s aux-
iliary to the Queen City Yacht
Club of Portage Bay in Seattle,
celebrated its 70th year of con-
tribution to the club and sur-
rounding boating communities.
Organized in 1943, the Tarettes
were originally formed to “give
the wives of QCYC male cap-
tains something to do.” Today,
thank goodness, times have
changed. The QCYC now
encompasses spousal mem-
bership. The Tarettes have also
grown to become a vital exten-
sion of the QCYC family now
and looking to the future. From
chairing numerous socials and
functions, to nurturing valued
WIC relationships, to faithfully
hosting memorials for our QCYC
family, and to forming lifelong
friendships, the Tarette organi-
zation continues to stand proud.
It is only fitting that the Tarettes’
birthday party be celebrated
with an authentic Victorian tea.

Under the careful direction
of Chairpersons Lois Odland
and Ann Wilbour, with many
Tarette helpers, a profusion of
friends and family of Queen
City Yacht Club enjoyed an ele-
gant affair on a sunny Saturday
afternoon in March at the club-
house. Incoming guests were
greeted with the heady scent
of fresh pink roses and spring
flowers cascading from tall pil-
lared vases. The serving tables
were graced with gleaming sil-
ver decanters, sparkling crys-
tal bowls and delicate starched
doilies. Specialized almonds,
plump strawberries piled high,

shortcake cookies and choco-
late mints were offered as nib-
bles, with a sweet sherbet punch
as well. In honor of this Tarette
70th birthday, a luscious cream
cake was centered among the
many flowers. The 8 to 10 round
tables were set precisely in for-
mal Victorian fashion, each place
setting hosting a unique tea ser-
vice of fine china patterned cups
and saucers, graciously donated
for this event by Lois Odland,
Judith Pippin and Elin Storey.
Each table boasted a fetching
woman'’s hat of 1940’s vintage,
completing a perfect centerpiece.
A choice of natural teas, with
slivers of lemon, tiny rose cen-
tered sugar cubes, and a small
pyramid shaped tea bag for each
guest to take home as a favor,
made lasting impressions.

The short program included
an interesting presentation on
Victorian tea etiquette, includ-
ing a specially filmed inter-
view of our oldest living Tarette,
Margaret Baxter, who is now
a very young 101. Margaret
joined the Tarettes shortly after
its conception in 1943 and left
the Seattle area in 1957 to live in
Wenatchee, WA, now her per-
manent residence. Though out
of the area, she still maintains
her membership and reads the
Tarette monthly publication,
Tattle Tale, without fail. In fact,
during the interview made in the
spring of 2012, Margaret spoke
fluidly and passionately about
life at QCYC during the 1940’s
and the effects of the war on
its members. What an archival
treasure! Margaret was not able

to be at the tea, but her cousin,
Donna Gagner, delightfully
attended. Donna also brought
her mother, Julia Bick, who is a
long time friend of Margaret’s.
The President of the Tarettes pre-
sented Donna with the golden
Tarette lifetime pin, which she
will give personally to Margaret
Baxter. In turn, Donna presented
the Tarette Archival Committee
with Margaret’s original Tarette
pin from 1943.

In closing, each Tarette past
president who attended received
a single English rose in recogni-
tion. Guests were slow to dis-
perse, as many lingered with
friends in appreciating the
Tarette Archival Committee’s
evolving display of Tarette mem-
orabilia. Using cotton gloves,
now tattered pages of many
annual scrapbooks reveal cus-
tomary Tarette newspaper arti-
cles of long ago, the many good
times captured in fading photo-
graphs, and the calligraphy-like
handwriting which recorded the
small but important details of
past meetings and minutes. The
Tarette organization realizes that
it's important to revisit the past.
Indeed, to honor it, to remind
us of how far we’ve come and,
based on that foundation, how
far we may go in the future.

It was a very special
celebration.
