• Move away from the seaplane advisory buoys:

200 feet east or west of the buoys

At all times:
• If nearing or close to the buoys, be aware of where

you are
• Consider moving through the area quickly
• Never tie up to the buoys
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• Always be aware of 

the 5 seaplane 
advisory buoys

• When flashing 
yellow, move 200 
feet east or west
   of the buoys
